Motions: From Region 1/2:
1. NCALHD request the Office of State Personnel to put on schedule a review of the Health Education series and Nutritionist series and that they provide a time line for these activities. Motion passed.
2. That NCALHD support a standardized template for the Community Health Assessment that would allow for greater utilization among counties, regions and across the state. Counties and regions could still include other measures pertinent to their areas.  After discussion, this motion was referred to the Health Promotion Committee.

Alliance – Beth Lovette 
· Deferred to Malcolm Blalock. He gave an update on the EH staffing program and the Liability issue with these individuals.  They are awaiting an insurance quote to provide coverage.
Health Promotion/Oral Health – Beth Lovette 
· Committee discussed Health Promotion Funding and will strongly recommend that this be included in the NCALHD Legislative Agenda

· At the 9/20/06 meeting the committee will discuss examples of Health/Wellness Program that may be beneficial for counties/LHD’s.  Beth invited all Health Directors to attend this meeting.  The committee will also discuss the BCCCP program.  Beth will ask for input from LHD’s regarding this program. 
Women and Children’s Health –Bill Smith

· Discussed the results of the flu vaccine survey (90% of respondents expressed an interest in the proposal).  Those departments that did not respond will be contacted by the Immunization Branch.  Discussed Medicare Part C and the impact that it may have for LHD’s.
· Reviewed and discussed a handout on 340B pricing for Oral Contraceptives.

· Discussion held regarding the Diet Tech specifications. Educational requirements will be discussed at the next meeting.  The committee also discussed the awarding of the WIC Infant Formula Contract.

· Committee heard a report on the phase 2 pandemic flu funding. These monies are to be used to assist LHD’s write flu plans, conduct exercises and ICS training and purchase needed PPE.

· Committee discussed pursing a change in the law to allow the option of having a physician supervise the dispensing of drugs by public health nurses. After some discussion on this topic, the committee decided not to pursue this option at this time.
