Three rules OPS will be taking to the State Personnel Committee

1. Clarify the situation with regards to “just cause” in terms to Career Status in that portion of Administration Code.
2. Clear up this whole business about what happens when you move to county X from county Y.

3. Brings into local government administration rules the concept of a break in service which it currently does not have.

· Probation will be 24 consecutive months to gain “Career Status”.
· All new employees that are currently on probation on or after August 19, 2007 must complete 24 months to attain “Career Status”. OPS Rights – It’s the Law.
· “Career Status” – Your Probationary period may be 3 – 9 months within your district, but they will not have “Career Status” through the State Personnel Act until 24 months from start of employment.

· “Break in Service” more than 31 days starts the “Career Status” process over again.  It is understood that if an employee takes a promotion or moves to another district within the state with no break in service “Career Status” would go with that employee.
