· Governor appointed Pesticide Taskforce.  Leah will be chairing this taskforce.

· Public Health taskforce – thank you for participating

· Teen Pregnancy Rules – in the process of revising the rules.  The programs that receive state money for Prevention of Teen Pregnancy will need to provide comprehensive information around contraceptives and make a referral.

· HIV testing at delivery – rules revision requires HIV testing at delivery.   There is a little bit of a snafu in the language that meant providers were going to have to do G/C test at delivery also, which has some of the providers upset.  We are working with them to get that particular requirement removed.  Hopefully the G/C requirement can be removed at the Commission meeting in February, so the providers will only have to do the G/C test at delivery if the G/C status is not know in the 3rd trimester.

· Tobacco bans effective January 1, 2008 – The new ban on Tobacco in State buildings takes place January 1, 2008.  Thank you for all your hard work.

· Middle School Immunization requirements – This is the first middle school immunization requirement.  Middle school students are now required to have a booster dose of TDAP.  Make sure you communicate with your superintendents prior to the beginning of school in the fall.
